Dear Lich Danh Tran:

This office has reviewed the enclosed request for assistance and determined from the information
provided that your concerns are civil issues. While this Department and some local agencies have
enforcement jurisdiction over health and safety problems that may be violations of the Mobilehome
Parks Act and Special Occupancy Park Act, we only have limited jurisdiction in resolving civil matters
against manufactured home dealers and salespersons in a few sections of the Mobilehome Park
Residency Law (MRL) such as MRL sections 798.71 and 798.74 per Health and Safety Codes sections
18062.2(k) and 18063(d); and for new manufactured home warranties.

The specific MRL issues addressed in your request for assistance do not involve manufactured home
dealers and salespersons. Pursuant to MRL section 798.87 a district attorney, city attorney, or the
Attorney General may pursue a civil action against a mobilehome park for a "public nuisance" such as
the management's failure to maintain common facilities in good working order and condition; or against
a resident or the management for a "substantial" violation of a mobilehome park rule if it is deemed a
public nuisance.

Except as noted above, neither this Department, nor local enforcement agencies have the authority to
initiate action where a tenant alleges violations of the MRL. Any such action must be pursued by the
individual believing that the law has been violated.

You may also wish to address the issue(s) with a mobilehome park resident organization, since they
have experience in addressing civil issues related to manufactured home living. We have forwarded your
